and Recorded Grades

2. Please be prepared to show Registration Certificates.

3. Dairy Herd:

(4 Does owned by one family, at least one in milk, one entry per exhibitor, per breed. No

additional pen fees.)

4. Dam and Daughter:

(Sr. Doe and Daughter of any age. No additional pen fees.)

5. Dairy Wether:

(Any age; any recognized dairy breed or combination thereof; may not show in the Meat

goat show. Wethers must have Scrapies tags of ADGA Wether Certificate. No horns.)

6. Best Udder: 1 entry per exhibitor SPECIAL AWARD

. (No additional pen fees)

7. Best Doe: any age, Bred and Owned by Junior Exhibitor – SPECIAL AWARD

One (1) entry per exhibitor per breed. Sponsored by the AR Goat Producers Association.

(No additional pen fees)

8. Mixed Dairy Herd (5 head/3 exhibitors/1 club or chapter) No additional pen fees.
