3. Exhibitors Must Specify which division (Market or Crossbred) they are entering AT TIME
OF ENTRY.
4. ALL SHEEP must be sheared from the hock up before crossing the scales for weigh-in.
5. Wether Dams may be shown in the Market Lamb show following the Market Lamb show
rules, but not in the Commercial Ewe show.
